	3) UN/CEFACT Projects & Activities
	· CCL D10A CCL: ICG Chair confirmed that it was received and the work is ongoing; same applies to the D10A EDIFACT Directory.
· CCDA project:  Concerns have been expressed on the formulation of the project introduction, particularly concerning the concept of “customization” and on issues of methodology. In order to progress the project proposal, it was agreed to eliminate the word “customization”. TMG to submit a revised project proposal.

· TBG projects:
· When project proposals are approved, which include a “call for participation”, HODs should be informed and asked to circulate to their national experts encouraging participation where appropriate.

· The TBG 6 proposal on e-notification will become part of the e-tendering project. 

· A general issue was raised that the template “call for participation” should be changed and have coordinators instead of project leaders/editors (to be elected when work starts).

· Recommendation 36 Project: Bill Luddy recommended that any overlapping with the work done by other organisations (e.g. UNCITRAL, WCO) should be avoided in the future. TBG15 Chair indicated that TBG 15 is aware of this issue and will take it into account.
· CCTS/NDR 3.0 migration plan: The ICG Chair advised that a draft paper was in preparation.

	· Eliminate the word “customization” from the text on the project introduction.

· Secretariat to draft text to inform HODs of an approved project and request circulation of a call for participants. 

· Legal Group (Bill Luddy) to send relevant information to secretariat on potential overlapping with work of other organisations.

· Recommendation No 34 – Following the detailed exchanges between ICG and TBG, as consensus was not achieved within the FMG on the final text, the recommendation was forwarded to the Bureau for decision. The ICG Chair requested that his objection be minuted.
· Translation of standards and recommendations for Plenary approval: All documents have been sent out for translation (subject to comments awaited from Bureau Chair on IPR and ODP papers, documents 21 and 23). Any errors/mistakes will be rectified in corrigenda that will be translated. Translation into French and Russian needs to be checked to ensure that they reflect correctly the original English wording.
