	· Draft MOU with ETSI: The updated draft MoU was circulated. FMG members had not submitted any comments. The FMG asked the FMG to read the draft MOU and to comment on the secretariat’s proposal to replace UN/CEFACT with UNECE throughout the text.  The secretariat noted that this had been done after consultation with the UN legal adviser and that, if there be continuing objections to this, the issue would need to be brought to the UN Office of Legal Affairs in NY. 
· UBL: it was confirmed that the draft EC communication on e-Invoice will be received by mid-November for comments on UBL-CEFACT convergence.

	6) Future UN/CEFACT Forum meetings
	· Forum sessions 2011 & 2012: 
· 2011: the secretariat reported that NY-based UN premises are fully booked for Spring 2011 while, although the UNESCAP secretariat had expressed willingness in principle to hosting the Forum in Bangkok, it had underlined the risks of the political situation deteriorating necessitating  cancellation of the Forum again. 

· 2012: The Geneva congress center had indicated it now needed to know if the booking for Spring 2012 would be confirmed.  It would be difficult to confirm this far in advance and, if both offers to host the FMG Forum in Bangalore in Spring 2012 and Vienna in the Fall 2012 are confirmed, no Forum would need to be held in Geneva that year. However, to be on the safe side, the secretariat should check for how long  it would be  possible to keep open the option at the Geneva congress center for the Spring 2012.
· Updated Forum Guide:  Comments were submitted by Chris Hassler (TBG vice-chair) and Anders Grangard (FMG vice-chair) only. Other FMG members are also asked to submit their comments. It was proposed that a sample letter for a HCA be attached to the Guide.
	· The secretariat to follow-up with UNESCAP Bangkok for organization of the Forum in Spring 2011.

· The secretariat to check for how long  it would be  possible to keep open the booking at the Geneva congress center for  Spring 2012.
· The secretariat to send to FMG Chair the template for a HCA letter.
