	3) UN/CEFACTS projects
	· CCL D10A planning: Mary Kay -  TBG 12 is working on 10A. Good progress on 2 submissions from TBG 18. TBG1’s progress is good. WCO submission was received in November. WCO CCs are based on the Version 3.0 of the model.  

· TBG items for approval: 

· BRS on Supply Chain process: It has never been submitted as a separate BRS or approach, No comments received from FMG. The timeline of Feb. 19th has been met.

· Digital Evidence Certification Recommendation: the word “recommendation” needs to be reviewed by TBG. UN/CEFACT produces 4 deliverables (technical specifications, business standards, UNECE recommendations and implementation guidelines), title has to be reformulated to fit in this. FMG’s suggested an implementation guide seemed the most appropriate. 
BRS for Cross Industry Remittance Advice: it went to TBG review, comment from TBG 12 but not fitting in the purpose of the document as it stands today so it has been approved by the TBG, now need feedback from FMG then it has to be sent to public review.  
· CCTS 3.0 ( Migration and Impact Analysis)

· Positive progress since last call, new tools developed used by CCL CCTS version 3.0  

· TBG 17 sent a draft template, process of creating the draft of version 3.0 of core component properties and data types as well. It will be sent back to TBG 17 by the end of this week or the end of next one. 

· TBG 5 – ISO 20022 eInvoice

· Anders had received a response from ISO/TC 68 saying that the responsible working group, Trade SEG, is preparing a report for its meeting in May. This will be forwarded to UN/CEFACT.

· Anders was asked by FMG to prepare a discussion paper for the March Extended Bureau meeting.

· Visa: Information available on website of Thai Ministry of Foreign Affairs, there is visa exemption for nationals of several countries.  In case of doubt, a check should be made with appropriate Thai embassy or consulate.  Participants who need visa can state on application forms that the purpose of their visit to Thailand is to attend a UN Conference and show programme of Forum and confirmation of their registration.  Should need arise, any participant may also request invitation for this meeting from UNESCAP secretariat.  

· Meeting Rooms requests: Rajan will be providing update. Sang Won will be allocating meeting rooms shortly. Additional rooms outside UNESCAP may be needed for which there could be charges. 

· Joint meetings with AFACT WGs: so far no requests have been made. Tahseen will follow up on this. Thailand has a good practice in eGovernment, TBG19 might be interested in this.

· L & Ls: TBG6: request made by Dave Guinasso/DCMA for a presentation on the Tuesday. On the Wednesday, a Trade Facilitation presentation could take place in cooperation with the ESCAP EGM. Other potential L&Ls: CCTS 3.0 Migration & Impact Analysis – Mark Cr asked for this presentation not on Friday.  Decision on which other requests to accept to be made from: Registry Development Update (GM), BRS & RSM Templates (C Ha), UN/CEFACT Standards Advisory Team (CHu) when all proposals available
· In preparation for Forum sessions for Spring & Autumn 2011, Forum Guidelines need to be updated.  Mike indicated he wants to discuss with UNECE secretariat on requirement for Host Country Agreement, which could discourage potential hosts.  Rajan noted this is binding requirement established by UN General Assembly.

	· Audit Analysis – TBG 17 input – Garret: needs to be put on the agenda of the Extended Bureau Meeting of next week.

· 3-country rule: Before developing a project for new UN/CEFACT standards, project leader has to get the support of at least 3 countries.  WG Chairs should ensure 3- country rule met before submitting proposal to FMG for approval.   Text on this will be integrated into revised ODP.  Needs to be clarified which new standards are being developed and reported to EBM next week, agenda of work in progress should be available ( recommendations already worked on or soon will be). 
It was queried whether the “3 country rule” could be met through support from any 3 UN member States or only UNECE member States and from when rule would apply.   Mike responded it was UN member States given global nature of standards and rule would apply as from 1 January 2010 as EXCOM decision had been adopted in December 2009.  Rajan noted that EXCOM had pronounced on this in February 2009.  

· Mary Kay on publication of CCL09A: should have it up quickly on the website after a two days period for comments/ objections has passed
