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	UN/CEFACT Projects
	• CCL D09B audit status – M Co
Audit was finished on January 31. There are still problems in CCL and RSM, comments are awaited from the TBG1 Chair.

MKB: the audit findings will be on the agenda of TBG17 call on February 2 in order to help solve the outstanding issues.

M Co: the TBG1 and 17 updates needed to be implemented. If received this week, the audit could be finalized by February 12.

• CCL D10A 

MKB:  There are many submissions based on D09B. TBG12 has resubmitted about 400 ABIEs for Message library and TBG17 will include them in D10A. There is no planning for the D10A production yet.

• TBG items for approval

NP: will report the items during the next FMG call. 

It was decided to invite Coen Janssen to the next FMG call to discuss the reactions to his proposals for improving CCL management

• CCTS 3.0 Migration & impact analysis – M Co

M Co: concerned about the 3.0 version being pushed in too quickly without proper consultation and impact analysis. A serious phased plan for the migration is needed.

M Cr: There exists the interim strategy to the implementation of CCTS 3.0 that has been discussed in several meetings over the last weeks. Text had been put to PG Chairs and nobody had expressed disagreement.  Between now and the Bangkok Forum the way forward should be decided and a lot of detail remained to be developed.  ICG has been asked from the beginning to join the planning meetings/calls.

M Co was of the opinion that this is not only an ICG participation problem, the question was more how the migration will influence the functioning of the now up and running library. Migration of an operational environment cannot be done in bits. Therefore just one standard should be in place at all times.

M Cr: there are users on different levels of implementation, therefore the phased approach is probably necessary.

MD: TBG1 and 6 are asked to comment on experience with using CCTS 3.0 by the next FMG call.

MKB: agrees on necessity of impact analysis and that parallel running of both 2.01 and 3.0 would be beneficial. Would like it if M Co could join the transition team.

• TBG5 – ISO 20022 eInvoice

MD: European Commission has been asking about issue of possible duplication due to questions being raised with them.   TBG5 Chair and Secretary have been involved in the EC eInvoicing Expert Group.  Explanations were given by the TBG5 Chair during the Sapporo Forum but further clarification is necessary.

MKB: there has been no ballot or work item on eInvoicing circulated under ISO TC154. Its real home is TC68 and FMG should inquire from TC68 what are their plans on developing eInvoicing standard in ISO.

NP:  This could raise issues regarding MoU with ISO.

TBG Steering in discussion with TBG 1 and 6 to provide comments on impact analysis of the transition process by next FMG call.

We expect the XMLF or CCTS Specification to be transitioned to ODP5 in sufficient time prior to the Bangkok forum to allow for comment review and resolution during that meeting.
