	· CCL 09B Issues resolution: FMG needs to approve the outstanding explanatory text sent by ICG Chair on D09B.1
· CCL 09B schema:  The ICG Chair sent the ATG Vice Chair and FMG members the outstanding text on 09B.1.   TBG17 has reviewed the audit report and had found some mistakes in D09A which have been corrected. Corrections have also been made to some issues in the code list of D09B. The ICG Chair will be getting the updated schema very soon in order to progress.
· CCL D10A planning:  The CCs, the reference BIEs and reference QDTs are completed. The message BIEs and message QDTs have not been completed yet, as well as some RSMs and Message Assembly Models. The RSMs are needed from TBG1 to finish the message BIEs and to send them to the ICG Chair for the audit of CCL D10A. 
· CCTS 3.0/NDR 3.0 Issues resolution:  Eduardo Gutentag sent his comments to the Bureau Chair and this issue will be taken up during the Extended Bureau meeting in Paris

· TBG6 P071 – Security for XML Documents (Rec No 37): It has been sent for public review (ODP step 5) and comments are awaited. Mary Kay Blantz has forwarded for the public review to Howard Mason, the chair of EB MOU. The FMG Chair stated that clarification had been given by the TBG6 Chair.  The LG Ag. Chair underlined the interest in Rec. 37 in both the US and the EU. The TBG15 Chair addressed how rec. 37 would interrelate with recommendations 1, 6 and 14 on the issue of digital signatures.
· Recommendation 35: TBG15 has now produced a new draft recommendation as well as a comment log which needs to be approved by FMG for the secretariat to be able to send for the last round of approval. 
· Annex to Recommendation 6: As this was worked out before the ODP process was in force, a document is being prepared describing the history of the recommendation, so it could be sent out for comment.
· Recommendation 34: the TBG15 Chair suggested that it was reiterated in ODP step 5
