	3) UN/CEFACT Projects & Activities
	D10A Schema production: ATG Chair is working on them, will send to ATG1 Chair in coming days.
TBG Acting Chair raised concern about the recurring failures in schema production. FMG Chair commented that the problem is known and finding solutions will be on reorganization agenda of UN/CEFACT.

D11A CCL – Status report: TBG17 Chair had circulated the status report before the call. The group is ready to build the library but has to hold off until the 10A schemas are final. The goal is to have Q&A ready and send the library to ICG by coming Friday. Hopefully the audit will be finalized by GME meeting.
· TBG projects: 

· Recommendation 5 – ODP 8:  Issues with delays brought up by TBG15 Chair.    It was suggested that the Rec should be sent out informally to HODs for information in English & French versions only, followed by formal transmission when the Russian version could be prepared in line with ICC’s Russian translation;  
· Recommendation 12: Note has been uploaded to UN/CEFACT website in ODP5.   TBG15 Chair indicated a correction needs to be made to text. 
· TBG19 Legal Notice Publication: was presented by TBG Acting Chair for approval. The project has the requisite HOD support under 3-country rule.
· Intersessional approval of Recommendations 6, 34 and 37: Recommendations 6 and 34 have been approved. The secretariat was requested to post the information on the CEFACT Website.
· Recommendation 37 has received comments from Canada, Russia and the United States. The secretariat was requested to prepare a draft communication to HODs indicating a further time extension in order to take the additional comments into account. It was further suggested that a special meeting between interested experts and the project team be convened during the GME meeting in McLean in order to go through issues relating to the draft recommendation.
· CCDA Project – call for participation – Revised text: TMG Chair has proposed the acronym change, no objections to this. Project lead (Sue Probert) to confirm the changes made and to ensure project is on Confluence.
· TMG –UCM ODP 5: Note has been uploaded to the UN/CEFACT website, review period runs until March 18. TMG will take the received comments into account at the GME meeting.
· CCTS/NDR 3.0 Migration Plan - TBG consolidated comments: ATG Chair will see the comments during this week. TBG Acting Chair and ICG Chair had met and discussed the matter. FMG Chair suggested having an open discussion on the matter at GME meeting.
· XML Schema to support CCTS3/NDR3:  ATG Chair alerted FMG on this issue. There exists many schemas that would make implementation work easier but these schemas do not belong to a package in CCTS 3.0.   ATG has proposed to ICG  to prepare, audit and publish them under a different header on the schemas website. The value and normative basis for this approach were questioned.
