	3. Follow-up to Sapporo Forum 
	• Thanking the Hosts

The FMG noted that the excellent organization of the Sapporo Forum merited recognition in a letter of thanks. Rajan D will draft a letter and distribute for comments.

• Approval of the Draft Minutes from Sapporo
There are questions about the accuracy of the language in certain sections. In order to make sure no misrepresentation of issues occurs, FMG members will revisit the minutes.

• Press Release

The Press Release following the Forum has been released.

• Action Items from Sapporo

· Approval of Rec. 34

Gordon reviewed the status of Rec. 34, which he said had been through all ODP steps prior to Sapporo. As it was not possible to make the deadline for translation, Gordon’s intention was to seek endorsement from UN/CEFACT management to submit the final draft as a Meeting Room Paper for the Plenary for awareness, with the next step being request for intersessional approval.  However, the Secretariat had made a comment on the text of the Recommendation.  In addition, Mike D noted that as far as he was aware, there is no FMG approval recorded for this recommendation.

The text in question was discussed, with general agreement to try and make the language more positive. Gordon is to redraft two particular phrases and send the revised version to his Group, underlining the urgency of responding as soon as possible. Then he will send it back to the FMG for approval electronically, so that the Secretariat can work on issuing it as a Conference Room Paper for the Plenary.

· TBG Approval Items

The last request for publication has been re-sent.  It was unclear whether there were any project proposals for approval by FMG.

· CCL D09B

Mary Kay reported that TBG 17 had finished creating 09B in the week after the Forum. On Friday, Oct 9, it was sent to ICG for audit. Although it had been made clear to submitters to send RSMs in directly, there was a question about whether all RSMs had been received. We need to clarify this situation with Mike C, and discuss when he can begin/complete audit given that D, Dobbing has resigned as Vice-Chair

• Other Items From Sapporo

 - ISO issues
There is confusion about joint work items between UN/CEFACT and ISO. Gordon raised the issue of whether there is/will be joint work on an e-Layout key within the framework of Rec 1. His Group is considering a project to revise Rec 1, as the text is out of date. It is important therefore to be clear about what other work is happening in this area, and what the implications of this work are.

Anders explained that there was a proposal for a joint Work Item to add a new PART II to ISO 6422. However, Gordon notes that he has not seen word of an activity request. 

Anders informed that there had been a proposal sent to TC 154 to collaborate on this, perhaps through a joint work item, but some clarifications were needed. He has received no feedback on this.

According to Mary Kay, 9 or 10 countries approved the ballot in ISO vote, with 5 countries naming participants to work on it. It is therefore approved within ISO. However Anders had met the Secretary of TC 154 a week ago, who indicated there was no response to the proposal submitted.

Mike D underlined that the Part II of ISO 6422 is very clearly a joint work item, and there is need to obtain clarity on this matter. Gordon requested some information on the project submitted to TC 154

Regarding the issue with TC 68, there is still uncertainty about the Category A liaison with ISO. TBG 5 cannot have a liaison with TC 68, at least without reporting back to the FMG.  Anders mentioned a document “UN/CEFACT process for appointing Liaison Officers”  In order to clarify representation issues, it was suggested that the Extended Bureau work to review this document during the F2F meeting before the Plenary. One issue discussed was the submission of (quarterly) reports from appointed liaison persons, in an effort to achieve transparency and remove uncertainties.

Mike D clarified that the responsibility for liaison lies with the Bureau, and informed the Group that the Bureau is trying to set up a meeting with ISO after the Plenary to go over these issues. Following this, PG Chairs will need to be given written instructions.

Mary Kay mentioned a joint MA 7372, and that they would like to collaborate with TC 68 to take the work forward. However, TC 68 had said they were not interested. Mary Kay requested that this be kept in mind for discussions with ISO. Anders suggested that it may be a question of lack of adequate knowledge/information about the project.

Tom asked whether there is a table or other source of information showing which ISO groups are doing work that has implications for UN/CEFACT, saying it could be updated with information on Group Chair, website etc. 

· Disclosure of Forum Achievements

There has been a request from Kazumi to publish disclosure of Forum achievements, as well as power point presentations, a list of participants and addresses. We need to be careful about country names, and email addresses. Tom and Mike D to discuss this off the call. The normal practice after a Forum is to have ALL power point presentations available on the website.
