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	3. UN/CEFACT Projects 
	• Status of the annex to recommendation 6
The FMG reviewed this issue. Gordon Cragge reported that work on the Annex to recommendation 6 was complete, and that all the necessary ODP steps had been completed. He made clear that comment logs were available in Working Papers of TBG 15. The Secretariat had asked for further information concerning ODP as no records on ODP had been made available. The annex to recommendation 6 has not been submitted for translation (to the Plenary).

• Final drafting of recommendation 34
During the last FMG call the Group requested that certain sections of recommendation 34 be revised. A follow up call to take this forward should be organized to complete the work. The secretariat recalled the obligation of the Permanent Groups under the ODP  to ensure the transparency of the review process, quality and publication of artefacts prior to approval.       

• CCL D09B audit status

The revised D09B was received on October 22, and work to break it down has begun. However, RSM documentation is still awaited. It is hoped that work will be compelled by the Plenary.
