	2. Approval of the minutes from 6 & 20 July
	The FMG approved the minutes from 6 & 20 July subject to a final check by Mike D.

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	3. UN/CEFACT projects and delivarables
	• UNLOCODE 08A/08B: Complaints have been received due to the non-publication of 08A & 08B. This process is managed by the secretariat. VCM had informed that there had been a delay in the secretariat input. This would need to be clarified. The status as well as guidelines can be found on the UN/CEFACT website at http://www.unece.org/cefact/codesfortrade/codes_index.htm

• 08B Schema audit: ICG sent a series of emails in early July to ATG. Mark C requested a formal report which was circulated to ATG. Jostein F and Mike C are on leave. Unfortunately it has taken over two months to get the reports right in the middle of the holiday season, which delays further progress. The procedure should be formalized in order to avoid situations of this nature in the future. In the future, any resource related bottlenecks would need to be taken up in the FMG as early as possible.
• 09A Schema production: Preparatory work on the schema production undertaken. Will continue after Jostein's return from leave. Michael Dill enquired how code lists are incorporated. David D replied that there was a need for a single source but it was not yet available. A way to address this would be to generate these via TBG as part of the CC development process before the ICG process.

• CCdT catalogue v3.0: ATG had requested the secretariat to place the information on the web.
• BSP/UNeDocs

   - Bureau stakeholder report: Peter A presented the report and summarized the stakeholder sessions that had been held at the Forum in Rome. The conclusions were based on stakeholders' views at those sessions. The stakeholder needs had been mapped against existing, and/or future work items. There were some issues still regarding paper forms. A demonstration project was being considered. It was important to get the document out (by mid August at the latest) and all PGs were requested to submit any comments as soon as possible. 
   - APEC Data Harmonisation Handbook: The APEC e-commerce steering group the last week of July. A revised draft handbook would be recirculated before the end of August. 
• UN/TDED Joint MA (TC154) work item proposal: Mike D enquired why the matter had not been submitted to UN/CEFACT. Michael Dill explained that this was a work item that had been agreed years ago (UN/CEFACT had approved the annex to Recommendation 1 in 2003 already) and ISO was following its own procedures which were independent of those in UN/CEFACT. Gordon C reminded the FMG that Recommendation No 1 was the responsibility of TBG15 and any revision should be initiated by UN/CEFACT. Mike D said that UN/CEFACT needed clarification on how the process worked so that there would be no ambiguity on which activities would need to be carried out by UN/CEFACT and ISO. UN/CEFACT had only heard about the issue when an ISO ballot had been launched. This would need to be clarified.
• TBG12 Project on Accounting Bundle Collection: the FMG approved the project for inclusion in the programme of work.

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	4. Forum meetings
	• 15th UN/CEFACT Forum - 28 September – 2 October 2009, Sapporo, Japan: 78 persons had registered by 31 July. A conference call with the organizers would be held on 6 August.

o Room & Joint Meeting Requirements: the LG had informed the secretariat that they would not be present. Other requirement requests were awaited urgently.
o JASTPRO seminar: the session on CCL would be held jointly by TMG & TBG17. Scott Hinkelman/TMG would be giving the more technical basics followed by Hisanao Sugamata /TBG17 on the use of the CCL. 
Concerning registrations, TBG2 no longer exists, so it would be deleted from the working group list on the registration site and the secretariat would request the current four registered delegates to choose another working group.

After the expected approval by the Plenary, the secretariat would prepare the actual translated recommendations in the normal recommendation format. Michael Dill enquired how CII would be mapped into Recommendation 6.
