	1. Approval of the Agenda

	2. Approval of the draft Minutes the FMG call of 23 Nov 2009
	The minutes were approved.

It was unclear whether approved minutes from FMG calls since August have been circulated, and whether they were all correctly labelled as “approved” minutes. The Secretariat clarified that all approved minutes are available on the FMG website, and committed to circulate approved minutes since August 31 for the convenience of FMG members.

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	3. UN/CEFACT Projects
	• Status of the annex to recommendation 6
To submit the annex for intersessional approval, it must be available on Confluence. The secretariat said it has no record that the project has ever been entered into a project matrix, whereas the Chair of TBG15 has stated the opposite.  Natascha has sent an email to TBG 15 officials asking for clarifications on the issue.   Natascha requested help from the Secretariat in identifying the associated project number.

Gordon, or a TBG 15 vice chair should participate in the next FMG call to clarify these matters.

• Approval of recommendation 35
The Secretariat provided a timeline tracing what happened from the time Rec. 35 was submitted to the time it was released in Russian.

• Final drafting of recommendation 34

At its meeting last week, TBG 15 decided to take the recommendation back to ODP 5 for some redrafting. On 1 Jan 2010, it will be open for comment for a period of 1 month. It will then be ready to send for intersessional approval.

• CCL D09B audit status
Mike C. has received the RSMs and is going through them. He aims to be done at the end of the week. It is a lengthy process, and the FMG should consider a better way of handling it. Natascha mentioned a description that was discussed at Sapporo, indicating that she would like to receive it again.

• D10A

Anders raised the importance of starting to track/review major deliverables. Mary Kay said that the deadline for submissions is set to the end of the year, but that this will probably be extended, as D010A is based on D09B. The WCO is looking to submit BIEs that match their GovCBR – this will be a large submission. The hope is to have D010A ready to publish by the time of the Spring 2010 Forum. However, it depends on how much harmonization there will need to be once D09B is finished. 

Michael Dill asked the FMG to consider the option of putting up a notice on the website that makes clear that requests for new EDIFACT message types can only be accepted within the framework of a project proposal, i.e. through ODP process. 
• TBG 6 Security Item

The FMG is waiting for a more detailed concept note from Bernard Longhi
• Draft Press Release – Combined CCTS and DTC comment logs

The comment logs for CCTS have been located, however that is not the case for the DTC comment log. Mark C will pass the request for the comment log to the project leader.
The FMG also discussed whether it is possible for groups to begin using CCTS 3.0. Additional information is needed, such as an impact analysis, roadmap, and a plan on how to move all the directories. Mark C will call the team together this week to discuss these issues. The team should come back to the FMG with recommendations on moving forward. 

• Globally Harmonized System of Classification and Labelling of Chemicals (GHS)
This TBG 1 project was sent to FMG for approval.
• CCL Presentation

Coen Janssen has given a presentation on CCL to TBG Steering. It would be a good idea for this presentation to be given to the FMG. Coen will be invited to the next FMG call to give his presentation.
• Groups on Confluence

Some groups still have no information on Confluence. As this is a requirement from EXCOM, it is important for them to comply.
