	4. UN/CEFACT Projects & Activities
	Items discussed:

· D.08B schema audit: an error was found in the schemas after they were uploaded to the CEFACT website. The error was caused by an upper case “S”. The issue is solved now, the correct schemas are reloaded to the website. The note on news page to follow. 

· D.09A schema audit: ICG will be working on this during the week.

· D.09A EDIFACT directory audit: pending the R.1023/rev.11 approval by FMG. The change there is 75 columns in message boilerplate instead or previous 70. This document has to be published at the same time with the D.09A publishing.

· 09B library production: ATG is planning to start the production process.

· UN/CEFACT Standards Development Advisory Team: Christian H gave overview on the team’s work, previous meeting results and planning for the next 6 months.
· Confluence Website and Project Information: Tom B gave an overview on the current status of TBG Confluence website. Information required from many projects is still missing. The question of requests from EXCOM was raised in relation to the responsibility of the UN/CEFACT Plenary. The Bureau would have to take this up with the Plenary and EXCOM as due process needs to be followed.

	· Stakeholder session follow-up: a presentation was given by Sylvie C on BSP/UNeDocs and eBGT issues.

Peter A explained the gap analysis process. For each of the eBGT projects a follow-up meeting was planned during the Forum, room and timing arrangements were discussed.

· To explain what eBGT is for wider audience it was decided to create a website explaining this and containing also Sylvie’s presentation and project proposals.

FMG planned to approve the 3 eBGT projects on Thursday.

· Planning for completing the deliverables in pipeline was discussed. It was agreed that a table of the planned deliverables with timing of completion will be prepared for the closing plenary,

· There had been an interesting presentation by Ian Hogg in TBG Steering meeting on problems by implementers in applying UN/CEFACT standards/specifications. It was decided to ask him to give the same presentation on Wednesday evening at FMG meeting

	· Ian Hogg presentation: the presentation was much appreciated by FMG. Mark C commented that the way chosen to solve the issues found during implementations was correct.
· A draft BRS template was circulated with the FMG for comment.  Comments were received only from Mike Conroy, and will be taken into account by the team.
· Semi-contextualized library: Mike C identified the issues with D.08B CCL where CCTS was not respected. This resulted in creating not the final building blocks but of components that will have to be changed for proper use. There were too many relationships that makes it impossible to build anything. The problems if not addressed will keep growing with the D.09A library.
· Incident report: syntax errors in XML schemas
An e-mail message from a user who had downloaded an erroneous schema version was forwarded to FMG. Mark C commented that the issue had been taken on by ATG.
· Press release: all groups to send Tom their most important deliverable info by lunchtime on Thursday.

· R1023/rev.11 approval by FMG – approved

	· TBG5 Chair overview on ISO/TC68 and CII issues

Stig K explained that three years ago TBG5 Finance submitted a proposal to align the invoice in ISO 20022 with the CII version 2. Its parent body ISO/TC68 accepted the proposal and since May 2007 it is publicly available on ISO 20022 website. It will take another 4 to 6 months for the expected alignment of data models. ISO is committed to full alignment to CII over time.

· 3 eBGT project proposals approval

The three project proposals (Core Component Library Outreach, Priority Stakeholder Messages and Core Component Library Outreach) were explained by Peter A. Several changes were proposed and accepted to the wording of the proposals.
