• 09A Schema production: Preparations underway and would be submitted to ICG in a week's time. It is hoped that this will be completed by Sapporo.
• BSP/UNeDocs
 - Bureau Communication and Next Steps: Report to Bureau from stakeholder meeting had been completed and will be sent out to FMG before the end of the week. A description of transitioning tasks from old projects to current work was in progress.

 - APEC Data Harmonisation Handbook: a copy of the BSP report will be submitted to the APEC group with suggestions on future cooperation.
• TFIG – Contractor (STEP) notified by UN Procurement regarding termination of contract in mid August. 

• Discussions have arisen about a New Work Item ballot that had been launched within ISO TC 154. Mary Kay emphasized that what was under discussion was not a joint MA, but an ISO work item, asking that this be reflected in the minutes. The issue of concern however revolves around the fact that relevant discussions did not take place within UN/CEFACT even if a number of TC154 delegates were active in UN/CEFACT, too.

These people would need training on specific mechanisms, and supporting the audits could become part of secretariat work. How this would work specifically needs to be agreed upon.
